We are very pleased to invite you to participate in D2d (Vitamin D and Type 2 Diabetes), a national research study supported by the NIH and conducted in 20 prestigious U.S. medical centers. The study is for people at risk for diabetes and will examine if taking a daily vitamin D pill will prevent diabetes. You may have heard about D2d from recent media coverage across the nation (www.d2dstudy.org/in-the-news). 

People who participate in D2d, which is a 4-year long study, will:
· Be adults aged 45 years or older who are overweight (body mass index higher than 24).
· Be at risk for diabetes, but not taking any diabetes medications. 
· Take 1 study pill per day for the entire study.
· Have testing for diabetes twice yearly and the outcome of the tests will be shared with their doctors.
· Receive education about how to reduce their risk of diabetes.
· Take pride in contributing to research to prevent diabetes.

· To find out if you are at risk for diabetes, and to see if you qualify for D2d, we encourage you to take the Diabetes Risk Test [on the opposite page / included in this letter] or on-line at www.d2dstudy.org.
