Doctors who I work with at Tufts Medical Center are studying the relationship between vitamin D and risk of diabetes in the Vitamin D and type 2 diabetes (D2d) study, which is supported by NIH. D2d is being done in 20 prestigious U.S. academic medical centers, including Tufts Medical Center and will likely answer important questions that may help patients at risk for diabetes. I believe you would be an excellent candidate for the study, and I encourage you to consider joining D2d. I have enclosed a brochure for your consideration. 

You may have heard about D2d from recent media coverage across the Commonwealth.1 D2d has also garnered national and international attention through coverage from many different news organizations (www.d2dstudy.org/in-the-news).

During the 4-year long study, you will have testing for diabetes twice a year and the results will be given to you to discuss with me and other physicians of yours. You will also receive information about how to reduce risk of diabetes. 

The study is done at Tufts Medical Center in downtown Boston, and is easily accessible by car and public transportation. The study provides reimbursement for parking at the hospital’s parking lot. Visits are generally scheduled on weekdays, although the study may be possible to accommodate you on Saturdays.
